As with the SAT, IB, and AP tests, these tests are critical in
helping a college determine whether or not you can take classes
at the college level and how prepared you are to do it.

Taking at least two of these tests (preferably one in the STEM
field and one in the Humanities) and doing well on them shows
that you are capable of doing very well in a college course and
setting. Additionally, having done well in those two different fields
shows a flexibility in academic aptitude which colleges love to see
from applicants.
